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SAFETY

As is the case in all firearms, the .22 Magnum Hunter must be used with the
strictest attention to the basic rules of firearms safety. Rifles are equipped with
manual safeties to provide maximum mechanical security against accidental
discharge. Mechanical manual safeties are not a substitute for safe and
knowledgeable firearms handling and use.

WARNING: THE .22 MAGNUM HUNTER, SEMI-AUTOMATIC HUNTING RIFLE,
WILL OPERATE WITH THE MAGAZINE REMOVED. NEVER LEAVE A ROUND OF
AMMUNITION IN THE CHAMBER OF THE RIFLE.

1. MNEVER PLACE YOUR FINGER ON THE TRIGGER UNLESS YOU ARE READY TO SHOOT. The rifle
is a semi-automatic firearm and, once loaded and cocked, will fire every time the
trigger is pulled until all ammunition is expended. The rifle will fire WITH or
WITHOUT a magazine in place. Removing the magazine does not remove a
chambered round of ammunition,

2. ALWAYS KEEP THE FIREARM POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION. A safe direction means a
direction which will not permit a discharged bullet to strike a person, or to strike
an object from which the bullet may ricochet. MNever let the muzzle of a firearm
point at any part of your body or at another person. This is particularly
important when loading or unldading a firearm.

3. UNLOAD FIREARMS WHEN THEY ARE NOT IN USE. Load your firearm only when you
are in the field on the target range or shooting area, ready to shoot. Lock
firearms and armunition securely in racks or cabinets when not in use. Store
ammunition safely, separate from firearms. Store your firearms out of sight of
visitors'and out of sight and reach of children. The gun owner is rasponsible for
ensuring that children and persons unfamiliar with firearms cannot gain access to
firearms or ammunition,

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BASIC RULES OF SAFE FIREARMS HANDLING

1. LEARN THE MECHANICAL AND HANDLING CHARACTERISTICS OF THE FIREARM YOU
ARE USING, Mot all firearms are the same. The method of carrying and
handling firearms varies in accordance with the mechanical provisions
for avoiding accidental firing and the various proper procedures for
loading and unloading. Do not handle any firearm without first having
thoroughly familiarized yourself with the particular type of firearm you
are using and with safe gun handling procedures in general.

2. ALWAYS KEEP THE FIREARM POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION. A safe direction
means a direction which will not permit a discharged bullet to strike a
person, or to strike an object from which the bullet may ricochet. A
safe direction must take into account the fact that a bullet may
penetrate a wall, ceiling, floor, window, etc., and strike a person or
damage property. Be sure of a safe bullet stop behind your target even
when operating the firearm without ammunition (dry-firing). Never let
the muzzle of a firearm point at any part of your body or at another
person. This is particularly important when loading or unloading a
firearm. In the event of accidental firing, no injury can occur as long as
the muzzle is pointing in a safe direction.

3. NEVER PLACE YOUR FINGER ON THE TRIGGER UNLESS YOU ARE READY TO SHOOT.
Make it a habit to know exactly where the muzzle of your gun is
pointing whenever you handle it and be sure that you are always in
control of the direction in which the muzzle is pointing even if you fall or
stumble. When receiving or handling a firearm, always point the muzzle
in a safe direction, open the action, and check the chamber to ensure
the firearm is not loaded even if you have just watched others check
that firearm. When operating a firearm's safety, point the muzzle in a
safe direction and do not place your finger on the trigger.

4. ENSURE FIREARMS ARE UNLOADED WHEN NOT IN USE. Load your firearm only
when you are in the field or on the target range or shooting area, ready
to shoot. Lock firearms and ammunition securely in racks or cabinets
when not in use. Store ammunition safely, separate from firearms.
Store your firearms out of sight of visitors and out of sight and reach of
children.

5. BE SURE THE BARREL IS CLEAR OF DESTRUCTIONS BEFORE SHOOTING. Even a
bit of mud, snow, or excess |lubricating oil or grease in the bore may
cause the barrel to bulge, or even burst on firing, and can cause injury to
the shooter and bystanders. If you are not sure the barrel is clear, do
not shoot the firearm. Be sure that you are using ammunition of the

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proper caliber and loading for the gun you are using. Improper
ammunition can cause blockage or bursting of the firearm's barrel. |If
the report (sound of firing) or recoil on firing seems weak or doesn't
seem quite right — CEASE FIRING IMMEDIATELY — and check to be
sure that nothing has become lodged in the barrel.

6. BE SURE OF YOUR TARGET BEFORE YOU SHDOT. Don't shoot unless you
know exactly where your bullet is going to strike. Don't point the
firearm at anything you do not wish to shoot. Be sure of a safe bullet
stop behind your target even when dry-firing with an unloaded gun. If
you are in the field hunting, do not fire at a movement or noise. Take
the time to be absolutely certain of your target visually before you pull
the trigger. Handle all firearms as if they were loaded and ready to fire.
Disengage the firearm's safety only when the firearm is pointed in a safe
direction and you are ready to shoot.

7. DO NOT CARRY FIREARMS WITH AMMUNITION IN THE CHAMBER. A firearm with
a round in the chamber is ready to fire and may be caused to fire by
unforeseen events. MNever rely on any safety device to prevent a firearm
from discharging.

8. WEAR SHOOTING GLASSES AND HEARING PROTECTORS WHEN YOU SHOOT. Al
shooters should wear protective shooting glasses and some form of
hearing protectors when shooting or in the company of shooters,
Exposure to shooting noise can damage hearing. Adequate visior
protection when shooting is essential. MNormal prescription eyeglasses
and commercial sunglasses do not provide adequate protection.

To operate the bolt handle lock, pull the bolt back to the "LOCKED
OPEN" cutout in the bolt handle slot. Turn the bolt handle a quarter-turn
{in either direction) to lock the bolt. To unlock, turn the bolt handle a
quarter-turn and the bolt will go forward to the closed position.

The bolt can be locked in the "LOCKED OPEN" position for safety, the
bolt should be in the "LOCKED OPEN" position whenever the rifle is not
in use, such as during storage or when transporting. In the "LOCKED
OPEN" position, the rifle may be visually checked to ensure it is
unloaded.

TO LOAD THE RIFLE

WARNING: OBSTRUCTIONS IN THE BARREL CAN CAUSE SERIOUS INJURY TO
THE SHOOTER AND DAMAGE THE RIFLE. ENSURE THE BORE IS CLEAN AND
DOES NOT SHOW EXCESSIVE LUBRICANT DEFOSITS.

WARNING: CARTRIDGES MUST BE FED FROM THE MAGAZINE,
LOAD AMMUNITION DIRECTLY INTO THE RIFLE'S CHAMBER.

1. While ensuring the rifle is pointing in a safe direction with the bolt "FULLY
CLOSED", place the safety in the "SAFE" position, figure 1.

2. Push the magazine latch in {towards the magazine) and remove the magazine
from the rifle.

WARMNING: USE OMLY CLEAN AMMUNITION. AMMUNITION WITH DIRT, LINT,
CORROSION, OR LUBRICANT DEPOSITS CAN CAUSE THE RIFLE TO
MALFUNCTION.

3. Carefully press rounds of ammunition into the magazine. Place a round on
magazine follower with base just forward of retaining lips. Press the round down
and back until base of round touches rear flat edge of magazine. Place next
round on top of previous round and press down and back. The magazine
capacity is ten {10) rounds of ammunition. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO FORCE MORE
THAN 10 ROUNDS OF AMMUNITION INTO THE MAGAZINE OF THIS RIFLE.
WABNING: DO NOT FORCE THE MAGAZINE INTO PLACE. FORCING THE
MAGAZINE INTO THE RIFLE CAN DAMAGE THE MAGAZINE FEED LIPS AND
IMPAIR FEEDING.

4. Insert the magazine into the rifle and ensuré the magazine latch locks the
magazine in place. (If the magazine does not lock in place readily, remove the
magazine and ensure all cartridges are positioned properly in the magazine tube.
When all cartridges are positioned properly, re-insert the magazine.)

Do not
operate the bolt slowly as this may cause a cartridge to feed improperly and jam
the rifle.
